Pop Up Card and Stencil Leaves
FOR THOSE OF YOU WHO CAN NOT MAKE OUR MAKE IT DAY.

This is what we did on make it day in Oct.

Give it a try……………
POP-UP CARD

This is a basic directions to this pop-up card and can be used for any type of card.

You need—Cardstock  8 1/2 x 10

Score bottom  2 3/4  inches and fold up

Score Top   3 inches and fold down

Take this fold piece and cut it 5 1/2   and you will be left with a 3.0 piece,  
save both pieces.

Take the 3 in. piece and open this up you will see two folds, on one of the folds cut 1 inch from fold.  Now cut  this piece 4 inches.  Now you have a 4 inch piece with a fold.

On the 5 1/2 piece fold bottom up and  glue the sides to form a pocket.  Place the above 3 inch piece with a fold in it, center and place this piece inside the pocket unfolded with the fold on top, this piece should be flat.

Tape the 1 inch piece fold be sure the 

fold is in the mountain fold.

Close the top of the card down.  Now when you open this card something can pop up. 

Stamp and decorate or use stickers to accent this great card.

STENCIL LEAVES

If you have a punch of any shape you can make a stencil which can be very versitile.
We are making a Fall card.

You need---A2 ivory card

Heavy Vellum cut 1 ½ x 8 ½

Three or four Pigment Ink cubes ( we are using Marigold and Paprika )

2 or more sponge daubers

2 small punches  (we are using leaves)

Brown Pen

Directions:  
Prepare your card – measure down from top of card 1 ½ inches then draw a brown line,  then measure up from bottom 3 ½ inches then draw a brown line.
Mask above and below this line with Eclipes tape or you can use post it notes.

Prepare your stencil – Punch out in diferent directions on the Vellum piece.  

Take the vellum and place on your masked card.  Dab inside the spaces with Marigold ink dab the leaves, then take paprika ink and dab edges of leaves.

Remove the masks and stamp message under block.
