PROJECT…………….SPINNER CARD
We did this card in our last make it take it and was very well liked and that is why it is our Project this month.  You will make many of these.  Come in and see examples

Supplies needed:  ½ inch circle punch, two pennies, and piece of cardstock 5 ¼ x 4 this is where you spinner will be. Card to attach your spinner to. Foam dots, round 1/8 thick and square ¼ inch thick.

1. On your cardstock punch two ½ inch holes on each end of your card. (see example #1)  LEAVING A ½ inch BORDER AROUND YOUR CARD.  This is so you have enough space to attach this piece to your card without disturbing you spin space.

2. Cut using a ruler from one punched out circle to the other with your exacto knife or your cutter.  Now you should have a long hole in your cardstock.(see example #2)
3. Take this cut out piece and lay in on your card that you will attach this piece to and stamp words in this space. 
4. Stamp and cut out the image you want to spin. Examples star, heart, cake or bear.

5. Take your pennies and sandwich one 1/8 inch foam circle in between the pennies.  Glue the cut out image on top of this penny sandwich. . (see example #3)

6. Place spinner into the cut out slot. The slit will fit between the sandwich parts. Hold card and check if it spins properly.  If it does not spin well you may have to make you slit wider it should be a little wider then the foam dot between the pennies.

7. With the square ¼ in foam dots place on the back of this piece on the corners and on each side of the slit. . (see example #4)  Be sure these foam dots are not interfering with the spinner space. Now lay and attach this piece to your card.
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
