TIPS 

When drawing a line with your ruler, turn the ruler over so that the beveled edge is under.  This will keep your lines from smearing.

If you want a clear shiny cover over a card you just made, brayer clear embossing ink over the entire card.  Next use clear or ultra thick clear embossing powder over your clear ink and heat.  It gives your card an entirely new look.

Do you have a pocket stamp?  Want to make it look like real denim?  Apply blue ink to a scrap of denim material.  Place the material over your paper and brayer.  Next stamp your pocket stamp onto your paper.  Cut out and glue onto you cardstock.

A XYRON tip...sometimes the edges of your  Xyron image are sticky.  To prevent that stickiness, simply rub the edges of your cardstock with those little bags that keep embossing powder  off unembossed areas.

Add vinegar to water to clean your stamps when you have been using bleach on your stamps.  Speaking of bleach, try using bleach on brown paper bags or on colored tissue paper.  You will like the results you get.

Dip the head of your Brad paper fastener in  pigment ink, then in embossing powder.  Before you heat, make sure you hold it with an alligator clip or something similar so you don’t get burned.  You have to use regular embossing powder with this.  The thicker ones won’t work. These look great on cards.

Emboss a solid image with gold.  Sponge randomly with a pigment ink.  Emboss with Verdigris embossing powder.  It looks really neat.
