Main card  7 ½ x 5 ½ 

SCORE one end 2 inches

SCORE the other end 1 ¼ inches

Insert (dotted) piece 5 ½ x 4 ¼
CRICUT

With George cartridge

Place insert piece across the cutting mat with the 5 ½ along the top of mat.

Hit LEFT button 3 times

Select Shift  -  rectangle (Y)

CUT Size  2 ½

After you cut this piece you want to trim the right side 3 ¾ then turn card and trim 3 ½

Place the dotted insert piece in the card piece on the 1 ¼ scored piece.

Layer Pieces

First layer  3 x 21/2

Second layer  2 ¾ x 2 ¼

Stamp front and place ribbon around the card.

HIDDEN MESSAGE CARD

Cardstock   12 x 5 ½

2 pieces of 5 ½ x 1 ¾

Score the largest piece of cardstock 4 ¼ on each end of the long piece.  This will give you a 3 ½ piece in the middle.  Fold this larger piece in half and crease well, now fold back on the score lines.  This will give you a card with a mountain fold inside. On this mountain fold in the middle of this card, cut 3 equal cuts down the center fold and cut only to the fold.  Take the 2 pieces of the 5 ½ x 1 ¾ cardstock and weave each one on each side of this center piece.  Stamp on the exposed areas.  Now fold the card up and place a design on the front.   

Explanation of this card………..when you open this card you will see a fold with weaved pieces on them.  You can split this center piece for more messages or pull card on each side to flatten and show messages.

This is a fun card to do and send.  This card will fit into an A-2 envelope.

CRAYON RESIST 

Glossy cardstock 

White crayon

Archival Ink Pad Black

Open Stamps

Dye Ink Pads - we are using Marvy Matchable in Lt. Green and Violet.

Stamp your glossy cardstock with Archival Black Pad and let dry.

Using the white crayon accent the open spaces this will cause a resist.

Using a dauber color the open areas with your dye pad then with another color and using a dauber color the background.  Now the magic … take a paper towel and rub over the glossy card and watch the white crayon resist pop.
